The Late Ex.tiover nor Kanoa.

During the early part of this cen-
tury, 1802, the late Ex:Governor P.
Kanoa was born in the south eastern

rt of Hawaii. Very little or nothing
1§ known of his early life, His first
public position was as secretary for the
old Governor Kaniaimamao, He held
that position for a number of years; after
resigning from that position he was ap-
pointed as chancellor under Dr. G. P,
Judd who was then Minister of Finance,
resigning to fill the Governorship of
the Island of Kauai in 1849, which he
held up to 1877, He then after leading
a long and conscientions administration
retired into private life as one of the
most popular chiefs among the foreigners
as well as natives, in the Kingdom, He
was a member of the Privy Council of
State, House of Nobles, a Knight Com-
mander of the order of Kamehameha I,
also Grand Officer of the Order Ha-
wail, His untimely death brought forth
expressions of sympathy and respect
that very few ever command, He died
at the nge of eighty-three years.

The funeral took place yesterday
afternoon at half-past three, with the
proper ceremonies, ‘The body was
escorted to the church by a detail of
the Police. Leleiochoku Cavalry Guard,
Ahahui Opiopio Imipono Karistiano o
Kaumakapili, (Young Men's Christian
Association of the Kaumakapili Church)
Major Baker and aides, Mamalahoa,
Queen’s Own, King's Own, Prince's
Own, King's Guard, Honolulu Rifles,
also about two hundred mourners.
The hearse was drawn by the Poola
society by means of a long mourning
covered rope.  Flis Majesty's stafl and
carringe, Governor Dominis and staff],
and some representatives of the FPrivy
Council, were also in attendance.

The band lead the procession, play-
ing in a most effective manner. ‘The
hymns “Safe in the Arms of Jesus" and
“Nearer My God to Thee," awoke in
the hearts of those listening many ten-
der recollections of long ago, probably
bringing to mind the wad sacred
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mother, father, brother, or sister. The
Rev. H. H. Parker conducted the lnst
sad rites, nt the Kawninhno Chuorch;
speakmg very highly in his remarks of
the many good and noble qualities of
the decensed, of thestrictreligious life he
lend, and the good fruit his zealous
work brought forth, The choir ren.
dered appfoE'mc music that caused
‘many eyes to be wet with tears, After ser-
vices the body was mterred in the same
vault in the Kawaiahao Church yard
where the remains of his mother and
father now lie. He leaves a widow,
and daughter, also a son who is the
present Governor of Kauai.
